His room for his last year in College, 47, and 48 was in the Monkey House, the top room that he shared with Derick Smith, who he knew from the next village.

He played squash a lot. One of his loves was music, before coming to Cambridge he was organist at his village church. He played the College organ on two occasions.

He enjoyed going to the Central Cinema, remembering the first film it showed starred Ginger Rogers.
After coming back in the second term accommodation of course was full so he was housed in Newnham College. This was the year the Fens flooded.
Coming back to Cambridge, he was delighted to have good food again after being in the army.
