I was at Christ’s College from October 1941 till July 1942 aged 18-19 having been recruited by Captain Cave of the Rifle Brigade while at Charterhouse where I was in the LDV Home Guard and trained in the Officers Training Corps for half a day every week and obtained certificate A. 

At Cambridge I read History for a year attending lectures by Kenneth Picthorn M.P. and Herbert Butterfield and my Tutor was Mr. White of Downing. Canon Raven was Master of College and Tibby Marshall, Dean. Raven was a pacifist but did not teach pacifism. He introduced us in his rooms to Archbishop Temple “an extremely interesting and well informed man” who discussed post war reconstruction and Dr Hildebrand an evacuee from Germany.

We attended the Army senior training corps for at least ½ day each week and to keep fit learnt to row being bumped several times in each term races- (to my surprise Ellison Ward said I was a good number 7 and considered my for 1st boat) I slept and time watched a few times in the College Boathouse. 

1st and 2nd June University exams poor results but I passed Senior Training Corps exams on 1st July and was in the army on 17th July where I was trained as a Rifleman and Officer Cadet till March 1943 when I was commissioned a 2nd Lieutenant in the King’s Royal Rifle Corps, known as the 60th Rifles. I had a short war as I served in Italy and soon wounded at Anzio and taken to England in a hospital transport ship for an operation at Roehampton. After sick leave I joined 2nd Bn. 60th Rifles and after fighting our way across the Rhine and N.W. Germany liberated Denmark for 2 months. The Atom bombs spared us fighting the Japanese and instead we kept the peace in Tripolitania for a year before my release from Palestine in February 1947- I then learnt to farm with a correspondence course at night and my working on my Brother’s Farm and the Claydon Estate till August 1950 when I was recalled to the Army on the reserve list for the Korean War- in Japan I commanded a company for a year training National Servicemen and Reservists before they went to Korea.

In December 1951 after my second release from the Army I decided to train as a land Agent and when I qualified as an associate of the Land Agent’s Society was Assistant Land Agent on the Earl of Feversham’s Estate in Yorkshire till 1960. Then my wife and I moved to Shropshire and I managed the Earl of Bradford’s Estates in Shropshire, Staffordshire, Devon, Cornwall and Scotland for 28 years till my retirement in 1988.
