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The Library is open to all members of Christ’'s College: students,
Fellows, and staff. Our holdings comprise the modern resources of the
Working Library, law reports and journals in the Law _Library, and
historic collections in the Old Library.

The Working Library is open 24/7, accessed using your University
Card. Library staff are generally available from 9am to 5pm, Monday to
Friday. Students reading law also have 24/7 access to the Law Library
using their University Card.

Locations
The Working and Old Libraries are located in Bath Court, which is just
off First Court. The Law Library is on K Staircase.

Books and DVDs

We aim to have all books needed for Part | courses, and as many as
possible for Part Il. Some material may also be useful for
postgraduates. Our General Interest section includes general fiction,
health and wellbeing, Academic Skills and Careers guides, as well as a
sizeable collection of DVDs.
